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Terms of Reference for Infection Prevention Society (IPS) Institutional Membership
Scope
The aim of IPS Institutional Membership is to extend membership of the Society to organisations with employees in healthcare-related roles, thereby broadening its multi-disciplinary constitution. Institutional membership provides healthcare and educational organisations with access to resources, networks and educational opportunities provided by the IPS, thereby furthering the aims of the Society.
Eligibility
Eligible organisations include:
a. Healthcare organisations (e.g. NHS, private sector)
b. Educational institutions (e.g. Higher Education)
c. Professional societies related to healthcare
Terms (benefits and reservations)
a. All correspondence with the Society will be via the nominated lead for the Institutional membership.

b. All nominated members will be listed under the same institutional address as the lead member. 

c. Institutional members will have access to many benefits of the IPS membership including:
i. access to all members’ areas on the IPS website including online resources.
ii. online access to the Journal of Infection Prevention (JIP). 
iii. President’s weekly digest via email.
iv. be a member of a Special Interest Group(s)
v. attend regional IPS meetings
vi. the appointed lead for the Organisation will be able to vote on behalf of their organisation at General Meetings of the Society. However other organisational members cannot vote as there is only one vote per organisation.
vii. One main lead – membership number would begin IN04monthyearallocatenumber ie IN0408178193.  Institutional members associated with main leads membership number would take the following form INA08178194, INA08718195 etc etc.

d. Institutional members will however not be eligible to:
i. apply for IPS grants
ii. apply for IPS Board posts, Branch roles or Standing Committee posts.

e. Institutional members can benefit from IPS member prices when registering for the IPS main conference.

f. Institutional members may be eligible to act as the nominated representative of IPS on groups and at meetings providing they are able to represent the Society’s interests and position. However, Full Members of IPS may be given preference to act in this capacity as a benefit of individual membership.
